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SPIRITUAL MAGNIFYING GLASS

“Can a blind person guide a blind person?” If they try, they may “both fall into a pit.” If a blind person walked down Main Street during
construction, they might end up in a trench. The blind person needs someone to tell them what they are getting into.

Jesus, using this example in the Gospel for this Sunday, the Eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time, Cycle C, is discussing spiritual blindness
rather than physical impediments to seeing. When we face moral choices in our lives, how well do we know what our faith teaches and
why so that we can apply it to whatever situations we face? To comprehend the meaning of sin, it is crucial to measure our spiritual
blindness limitations. Today, the world’s inability to identify evil is a major sin as it attempts to categorize and observe every
wrongdoing as usual.

We are called to acknowledge and address our sins first and then help our brothers and sisters with our testimony to understand that
there is something wrong with their sins. This gives us credibility instead of being hypocrites.

If we try to talk about the sins of others without first addressing our own, it brings to mind the saying, “People in glass houses shouldn’t
throw stones.”

Sometimes, we cannot correct or help others because our sins make us partners in crime or accomplices in the sins or mistakes of
others.

Besides, there is also a proverbial saying, “A tree is known by its fruits.” This means that the quality of its fruits demonstrates the
quality of a tree. A good tree does not bear rotten fruit (Luke 6:43-44). By saying that, Jesus warned His disciples that just as a good
tree bears good fruit and a bad tree bears bad fruit, so also a good person produces good and an evil person evil. In other words, when
and if the disciples choose to live a life grounded in Christ, the effect would be that good fruits would be produced in their lives. They
would bring forth “good fruits,” such as fortitude, kindness, gentleness, compassion, faith, hope, and love, which would have the power
to reform and purify the lives of others. 7 = z

Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life. We need to seek this truth and ask God to lift the blindness
from our souls so that we can see our sins and deal with them.

JesUs, usando este ejemplo en el Evangelio de este domingo, el octavo domingo del Tiempo Ordinario, Ciclo C, esta hablando de la
ceguera espiritual en lugar de los impedimentos fisicos para ver. Cuando enfrentamos opciones morales en nuestras vidas, ;qué tan bien
sabemos lo que nuestra fe ensefia y por qué para que podamos aplicarlo a cualquier situacion que enfrentemos? Para comprender el
significado del pecado, es crucial medir nuestras limitaciones de ceguera espiritual. Hoy, la incapacidad del mundo para identificar el mal
es un pecado mayor, ya que intenta categorizar y observar cada maldad como de costumbre.

Estamos llamados a reconocer y abordar nuestros pecados primero y luego ayudar a nuestros hermanos y hermanas con nuestro
testimonio para que comprendan que hay algo malo con sus pecados. Esto nos da credibilidad en lugar de ser hipocritas.

Si tratamos de hablar de los pecados de los demas sin abordar primero los nuestros, nos viene a la mente el dicho: “La gente que vive
en casas de cristal no deberia tirar piedras”.

A veces, no podemos corregir ni ayudar a los demas porque nuestros pecados nos hacen cémplices de los pecados o errores de los
demas.

Ademas, también hay un dicho proverbial: “Por sus frutos se conoce al arbol”. Esto significa que la calidad de sus frutos demuestra la
calidad de un arbol. Un buen arbol no da frutos podridos (Lucas 6:43-44). Al decir eso, Jesus advirtio a sus discipulos que, asi como un
buen arbol da buenos frutos y un arbol malo da frutos malos, asi también una buena persona produce frutos buenos y una persona mala,
malos. En otras palabras, cuando y si los discipulos eligen vivir una vida basada en Cristo, el efecto seria que se producirian buenos
frutos en sus vidas. Producirian “buenos frutos”, como fortaleza, bondad, mansedumbre, compasion, fe, esperanza y amor, que tendrian
el poder de reformar y purificar la vida de los demas. >
