The name of Charles Borromeo is associated with reforr@harles lived during the Protesta
Reformation and had a hand in reforming the whole Church during the final years of the Cou
Trent.

Although he belonged to the Milanese nobility and was related to the powerful Medici family, Gharles
desired to devote himself to the Churchln 1559, when his uncle, Cardinal de Medici, was elgcted

Pope Pius IV, he made Charles a cardilggicon and administrator of the Archdiocese of Milaht
the time, Charles was still a layman and a young studBetause of his intellectual qualities, Ch}rles

was entrusted with several important offices connected with the Vatican and later appointed sefretary
of state, responsible for the Papal Stat@he untimely death of his elder brother led Charles to the
decision to be ordained a priest, Sbensafier bemgy hi
ordained a priest at age 25, Borromeo was consecrated bishop of Milan.

Working behind the scenes, St. Charles deserves the credit for keeping the Council of Trent in session when, af sever:
