PARISH SACRIFICIAL GIVING
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My brothers and sisters in Christ, today, on the Second Sunday of
Advent, we shift our focus. We move from the theme of Hope to the
theme of Preparation, often symbolized by John the Baptist.

In the Gospel, we hear his powerful and urgent cry: “A voice of one
crying out in the desert: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord, make straight his
paths.’”

Consider that image: making straight the paths. When a king or
dignitary was about to arrive, a team would go ahead to fill in valleys,
level mountains, and smooth rough roads. They literally cleared the
way for the king’s arrival.

John the Baptist calls us to do the same, but this work isn’t for a physical highway; it’s for the road of our
hearts.

The good news is that this preparation is not solely for our benefit; it is a task given to us so that, as the
prophet Isaiah proclaimed, “all flesh shall see the salvation of God.” Our personal transformation is part of
God’s plan for the entire world.

As we light the second candle of Advent—the candle of Peace or Preparation—let us pray for the courage to
heed John’s voice. This week, let us commit to clearing the clutter and smoothing the rough edges in our
hearts, creating a true, straight path for Jesus Christ to enter and reign.
