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THE VOICE WE KNOW BY HEART

In today’s Gospel (John 10:1-10), Jesus uses an image instantly recognizable to his Middle Eastern audience: the
| sheepfold. In those days, several flocks were often kept in a single communal enclosure at night for safety.

In the morning, the shepherds would come to the gate. They didn’t use dogs or prods; they used their voice. Each
| shepherd had a unique call, a specific melody, or a whistle. Even in the chaos of hundreds of sheep crushing

together, the sheep would step out of the crowd to follow their own shepherd because they recognized the vibration
| of his voice.

We live in an incredibly noisy world. We are bombarded by “stranger voices”—social media algorithms, political
experts, commercial interests, and even our own internal “thieves and robbers” of anxiety and shame. The
challenge of the Fourth Sunday of Easter isn’t just about Jesus being a shepherd; it’s about our ability to hear.

% Jesus uses two distinct metaphors in this passage that might seem contradictory at first, but they work together to
it show his care for us:

® The Shepherd: He enters by the gate and calls his own by name. This is about intimacy. God does not lead us as a “mass” of
people; He leads us as individuals. He knows your specific fears, your secret joys, and your name.

® The Gate: Jesus says, “l am the gate.” In the hills, a shepherd would often lead sheep into a stone house that had no wooden door.
The shepherd would literally lie across the opening at night. To get to the sheep, a wolf had to go through the shepherd. To leave
the safety of the house, the sheep had to pass over the shepherd. He is our protection and our definition of boundaries.

The climax of this Gospel is one of the most beautiful promises in Scripture:
“I came so that they might have life and have it more abundantly.”

Many people mistake Christianity for a set of restrictive rules—a fence that keeps us from having fun. But Jesus suggests the opposite.
The fence is there to keep the “thief’ (who comes to steal, kill, and destroy) away from us.

Abundant life isn’t about material wealth or a life free of suffering. It is a life lived in the “flow” of the shepherd. It is the peace that comes
from knowing that even when we walk through the “dark valley” (as we hear in today’s Psalm 23), we are not alone.

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LA VOZ QUE CONOCEMOS DE MEMORIA

En el Evangelio de hoy (Juan 10:1-10), Jests utiliza una imagen reconocible al instante para su audiencia de Oriente
| Medio: el redil. En aquellos dias, a menudo se mantenian varios rebafios en un Unico recinto comunitario durante
la noche, por motivos de seguridad.

" Por la manana, los pastores se acercaban a la puerta. No utilizaban perros ni varas; utilizaban su voz. Cada pastor
tenia un llamado Unico, una melodia especifica o un silbido particular. Incluso en medio del caos de cientos de
| ovejas apifadas, estas salian de la multitud para seguir a su propio pastor, pues reconocian la vibracion de su voz.

Vivimos en un mundo increiblemente ruidoso. Somos bombardeados por «voces extrainasy: algoritmos de redes
sociales, expertos politicos, intereses comerciales e incluso nuestros propios «ladrones y salteadores» internos,

como la ansiedad y la verglienza. El desafio del Cuarto Domingo de Pascua no se centra Ginicamente en que JesUs
sea el pastor, sino en nuestra capacidad para escuchar.

En este pasaje, Jesis emplea dos metaforas distintas que, a primera vista, podrian parecer contradictorias, pero
® «ige que actlan conjuntamente para manifestar el cuidado que El tiene por nosotros:

® E| Pastor: El entra por la puerta y llama a las suyas por su nombre. Se trata aqui de la intimidad. Dios no nos guia como una
«masa» de personas, sino como individuos. El conoce tus miedos especificos, tus alegrias secretas y tu nombre.

® |a Puerta: JesUs afirma: «Yo soy la puertax». En las colinas, era habitual que el pastor condujera a las ovejas hacia una casa de
piedra que carecia de puerta de madera. Por la noche, el pastor se recostaba literalmente atravesando la abertura.

Para llegar hasta las ovejas, un lobo debia pasar necesariamente por encima del pastor. Y para abandonar la seguridad de la casa, las ovejas
debian pasar también por encima del pastor. El es nuestra proteccion y quien define nuestros limites.

El punto culminante de este Evangelio es una de las promesas mas hermosas de las Escrituras:
“Yo he venido para que tengan vida y la tengan en abundancia”.

Muchas personas confunden el cristianismo con un conjunto de normas restrictivas: una cerca que nos impide divertirnos.

Sin embargo, Jesus sugiere todo lo contrario. Esa cerca existe precisamente para mantener alejado de nosotros al «ladrény (aquel que
viene a robar, matar y destruir). La vida abundante no se trata de riqueza material ni de una vida libre de sufrimiento. Es una vida vivida en
el “fluir” del Pastor. Es la paz que proviene de saber que, incluso cuando caminamos por el “valle oscuro” (como escuchamos en el Salmo
23 de hoy), no estamos solos.
