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THE CURE FOR TROUBLED HEARTS

Jesus begins with a command: “Do not let your hearts be troubled.” This isn’t a dismissive “don’t worry
{ about it.” In Greek, the word for “troubled” (tarassesthd) implies being stirred up like stormy water.

f Jesus knows that our anxiety drives us to escape, searching for a “plan” or “strategy” for fast relief.
i Instead of letting us fixate on solutions, he demands we turn toward relationship and trust him as we
B trust God. Peace isn’t found in knowing the future; it’s found in knowing the one who holds it.

As the conversation unfolds, Thomas asks for the “way.” Jesus responds with his most profound “I
Am” statement—not “| will show you the way” or “l have the directions,” but rather “l am the way.”

e The Way: He is the bridge between our humanity and the Father’s divinity. Instead of merely following a code
of conduct, following Him means seeking a personal relationship, letting His example guide our daily choices and
interactions with others.

e The Truth: In a world shaped by “alternative truths” and subjective realities, Jesus stands as the objective reality
of God’s love. He reveals the truth of who God is—and who we are meant to be.

e The Life: He offers a quality of life that begins now and is not extinguished by death. This life transforms our

present by giving hope, purpose, and resilient joy regardless of circumstances. As we consider how this promise
unfolds, we can look to the early Church for an example.

We see this “Way” in action in the first reading from Acts. The early Church is growing, but it’s hitting “growing

pains.” There is a dispute about the fair distribution of food—an illustration of the quality of life and community Jesus
initiates.

The Apostles don’t just say “pray harder.” They appoint the first seven deacons to serve. This is the Gospel moving
from the head to the hands. To follow “The Way” is to ensure that no one—especially the vulnerable—is left behind.
As Peter writes in the second reading, we are all “living stones” being built into a spiritual house. A stone is useless
sitting in a field; it finds its purpose when it is fitted together with others to create a shelter for the world.
