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THE MATH PROBLEM

= Every year on Trinity Sunday, preachers around the world sweat a little bit. We try to explain
%:‘ how | + | + | = |. We reach for analogies: water, ice, and steam; or a shamrock; or the sun, its
light, and its heat. But every analogy falls short because the Holy Trinity isn’t a theological math
problem to be solved.

B If you try to understand the Trinity with just your intellect fully, you might get a headache. But if
you look at the Trinity through the lens of love, it begins to make perfect sense.

In our first reading from Exodus, Moses climbs Mount Sinai. He doesn’t find a cold, distant deity

: sitting on a cloud. Instead, the Lord comes down in a cloud and proclaims His own name: “The
LORD, the LORD, a merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and rich in kindness and fidelity.” This is the great secret of our faith: God is
not an isolated ruler. God is a community of infinite love.

Our Gospel today gives us perhaps the most famous verse in scripture, John 3:16:

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have
eternal life.”

Think about the movement in that sentence.
o The Father loves so deeply that He pours Himself out, giving us the Son.
e The Son comes not to condemn the world, but to save it through His life, death, and resurrection.

e And how do the Father and Son remain connected to us today? Through the Holy Spirit, who breathes that very love into
our hearts.

The early Church Fathers used a beautiful Greek word to describe the relationship between the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit:
perichoresis. It literally translates to “indwelling” or, more poetically, “a holy dance.” The Trinity is an eternal, dynamic dance
of love, and today’s Gospel reminds us that God is inviting us onto the dance floor.
